If not breathing, if breathing is irregular or if respiratory arrest
occurs, provide artificial respiration or oxygen by trained personnel. It may be
dangerous to the person providing aid to give mouth-to-mouth resuscitation. If
unconscious, place in recovery position and get medical attention immediately. Maintain
an open airway. lLoosen tight clothing such as a collar, tie, belt or waistband.

: Get medical attention immediately. Call a poison center or physician. Rinse

immediately contaminated clothing and skin with plenty of water. Remove contaminated
clothing and shoes. Wash contaminated clothing thoroughly with water before removing
it, or wear gloves.

: Avoid dispersal of spilled material and runoff and contact with soil, waterways, drains

and sewers. Inform the relevant authorities if the product has caused environmental
pollution (sewers, waterways, soil or air). Water poliuting material. May be harmful to
the environment if released in large quantities. Collect spillage.

Methods and materials for containment and cleaning up

Small spill

Large spill

: Stop leak if without risk. Move containers from spill area. Use spark-proof tools and

explosion-proof equipment. Dilute with water and mop up if water-scluble. Do not
absorb in sawdust or other combustible material. It may lead to a fire risk when it dries
out. Alternatively, or if water-insoluble, absorb with an inert dry material and place in an
appropriate waste disposal container. Dispose of via a licensed waste disposal
contractor.

: Stop leak if without risk. Move containers from spill area. Use spark-proof tools and

explosion-proof equipment. Approach release from upwind. Prevent entry into sewers,
water courses, basements or confined areas. Do not absorb in sawdust or other
combustible material. It may lead to a fire risk when it dries out. Wash spillages into an
effluent treatment plant or proceed as follows. Contain and collect spillage with non-
combustible, absorbent material e.g. sand, earth, vermiculite or diatomaceous earth and
place in container for disposal according to local regulations (see Section 13). Dispose
